A Day at the Zoo

Last Saturday my family and I spent the day at the city zoo. It was a sunny day with the
clear sky, perfect for walking around and seeing animals. The zoo is home to many species from
around the world, and I was excited to learn about them up close.

We
saw cheetahs running in a large area, showing their incredible speed. The enclosure had information
about their diets and hunting habits, which helped me understand why they need so much space.

After lunch at one of the zoo cafes, we saw colourful parrots and exotic birds flying freely
and making beautiful sounds that filled the air. I took many photos and enjoyed watching their
bright feathers and playful behaviour. Some birds even interacted with visitors, landing on branches
near the fence. It was relaxing to sit there and listen to their singing.

Before leaving, we stopped by the aquarium. Fish of all shapes and sizes swam in huge
tanks, from tiny tropical fish to large sharks. The coral reef section was especially colourful and
lively, with vibrant corals and sea creatures. We learned about how pollution affects marine life.
It made me think about the importance of protecting these environments.

Visiting the zoo was fun and educational. I learned about animal habitats, diets, and their
behaviour. It also made me think about the importance of protecting wildlife and their natural
homes.
